STMC and Plant a Row/Grow a Row teamed up this past spring to help and encourage
backyard vegetable gardeners and others to donate some of their crops or other produce to the
New Westminster Food Bank and the New Westminster Union Gospel Mission.

STMC Missions and St. Francis Orphanage

It has been over three years since we first stumbled upon St. Francis Orphanage in Nai-
robi, Kenya. An accidental visit to an orphanage while participating in the Karibu Retreat, has
evolved into a mission that has changed the lives of many, including myself. | would like to
share with you just a summary of this story and how our School community supports a family
in Kenya.

Background

While on break from our immersion in the slums of Kibera,

my wife and | met two young boys on the side of a street

and offered them our candy bars. Showing typical Kenyan

hospitality and gratitude, these boys invited us to their

home. Little did we know that their home was a five bed-

| room shack that housed over 300 orphans. A lady named

Mary opened up the doors to her home for children that did-

nét have a home. The orphanage was
and the children lacked basic necessities.

This place would soon become a regular visit for the next
month as we brought with us medical supplies, toys, food,
sporting equipment and other items purchased with funds
from STMC missions. Even though the children did not have much, their day was filled with
song, dance and praise to God. We especially enjoyed spending
time in the nursery where forty young children resided in a small
room. Two young sisters, Sonina (1 year) and Zainabo (3years)
especially touched our hearts. We even looked into the possibil-
ity of adopting these girls although because of government re-
strictions and St. Francis being an unofficial orphanage, this
would not be in the plans.

STMC Missions Becomes Involved

Upon returning back to Vancouver, we shared our story and the
STMC community graciously helped. We began by sending to
weekly fruit and vegetables for the children as well as some
medical supplies. We also teamed up with Walter Ongala, a man we met in Kenya who worked

for the charity AKIN (African Kids in Need). I n De
Lord Kelvin, sent 300 Christmas gifts for the children at St. Francis. Walter informed us that for

many it was the first gifts some ever received. Walter would continue to update us with

emails, pictures and reports on the girls and the orphanage.

St. Francis Orphanage Closes

In the spring of 2007 we received the sad news that St. Francis Orphanage closed. The chil-
dren were relocated to either new orphanages or for a few, living relatives. Many of these chil-
dren shared a common story of their parents dying of aids and grandparents being left to raise
these them. When we heard this we wanted to make sure that Sonena, Zanabo and their three
cousins would stay together. Miraculously Walter was able to find a lone relative.

Wal ter was able to | ocate Sonenabs
Muthoni, the only family breadwinner. Teresiah is a single mother
taking care of twelve children: eight orphans, and four of her own.
She is a casual | aborer working in
income, which she has to divide between paying school fees for her
children and providing basic needs for the whole family. Unfortu-
nately her children have been regularly sent home for inadequate
school fees. She was forced to send some of her family to the or-
phanage for their survival.

In the Spring of 2007 Wal ter drove the five children to their
gop, a six hour journey from Nairobi. Kinagop is a very small rural village located in West
Kenya. Upon arrival, Teresiah was very happy to see the children,
however she knew that she could not support them as each day was P
a struggle.

& Money Raised

The generosity of many have helped
to make a difference. Walter informed
us that the Teresiah was in a desperate
situation and she needed assistance es-
pecially with shelter. Because of increasing cold winters, Teresiah
did not think the children would survive in her tiny dilapidated

B shack. Money was then sent to build them a new
home. Next, we TR :
purchased two cows VTR N
(the first one
passed away due to
disease) and sup-
ported the family
with seeds and fer-
@ tilizer. We have
also sent clothing,
#== school fees and

@ supplies over the
past two years.

This year funds wil/l be going to pay the fees for tw
and Joseph (15). Monthly donations will cover room, board, food, school supplies and a uni-
form (everything they need to live and get a high school education).
We are continuing to support the four youngest (Sonena, Zainabu, Cyrus and Simon) at
an orphange/ school in Kisumu, Kenya (same city Barak
We also support the family in Kinangop with seeds, fertilizer (each year), support for Ber-
nard to go to elementary school in the community (Gr. 6) and for the others to live. More in-
formation will be on our STMC website in the Campus Ministry section.
